STUDY HINTS: Go to every class meeting and get help when you need it! Don't be afraid to ask questions, in

when you need it. I will likely not know you need help until after an examination, which is often too late. Do the
homework! As soon as possible after class, review your notes and make an outline of the class notes payng
particular attention to the definitions and theorems discussed that day. Redo the examples from class m light of
your outline. Then do the homework problems. Work out homework problems on scratch paper before looking
at the answers in the book. Concentrate on what you are doing rather than being distracted by the radio, TV, or
conversation with friends. On average you should expect to spend a minimum of three hours on homework for
every class period. However you should not be discouraged if it takes you longer to complete the homework
assignments. In addition, extra time will be needed to study and review for examinations.
