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What is an autologlyph?

An autological word is a word that describes itself, e.g. “English”,
“pentasyllabic”.

An autologlyph is an image that describes itself (perhaps loosely).




Many are mathematical




Some are also ambigrams
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Some are more like puzzles
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Some are difficult to read




Tessellations sometimes work for polyhedra and other tilings
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With 3D printing, tiling also works for surfaces
